The start of the Mustang

In 1961, Lee lacocca, vice president and general manager of Ford
Division, had a vision. His vision was a car that would seat four people,
have bucket seats, a floor mounted shifter, be no more than 180 inches
long, weigh less than 2500 pounds, and sell for less than $2500.00. Out
of this vision, the Ford Mustang was born. After many months of
meetings, discussions and market surveys, funding was finally
approved for the Mustang in September of 1962.

On March 9, 1964 the first Mustang rolled off of the assembly line. Only
18 months had elapsed since the Mustang had been approved for
production. In order to keep production costs down, many of the
Mustang's components were borrowed from the Falcon, including most
of the drivetrain. With a multitude of different interior, exterior, and
drivetrain options, the Mustang would be able to be ordered as plain, or
as fancy, as economical, or as fast, as the buyer wanted. In general, the
Mustang was designed for everyone and was advertised as "the car to
be designed by you".

The Ford Mustang was heavily advertised during the latter part of it's development. On April 16, 1964, the
day before it's release, Ford ran simultaneous commercials at 9:30pm on all three major television
networks, ABC, NBC, and CBS. The following day, April 17, 1964, people "attacked" the Ford
showrooms. Everyone was in a frenzy to be one of the first to own the Mustang. Ford sold over 22,000
Mustangs the first day. By the end of the year, Ford had sold 263,434. By the end of the Mustang's first
anniversary, April 17, 1965, Ford had sold 418,812 Mustangs. The Mustang had made a name for itself,
and itwas here to stay!!!

The silver jade Grande with the white vinyl top spent its first 27 years in Bakersfield California. Driven by Jane L Hahn for the first
22 years, then sat in a carport for 5 years suffering from a flat camshaft. It was painted the stock color once with acrylic enamel. Tl
body had been worked and the windshield replaced due to sand damage.

The coupe came to Simi Valley in 1997 and | obtained it from a guy here for $1500 (don't know how much he picked it up for, but it
was still in the original owners name) After reading the ad in the Simi Star, | called and it was only a couple blocks away. So | walk
up to see it, liked it and bought it for a daily driver while | was working on my 69 Mach 1. That didn't last long.

One week later | had it in the side yard with the motor out. Performance Automotive Machine in Simi did the trick rebuild. CRC in
Thousand Oaks took care of the FMX transmission. | got the headers and GT wheels form a guy in Ojai, and the edelbrock manifc
and holly 750 came from the Pomona Swap meet. Five months later | pull it out with around 350 hp.  THE MOTOR: 351W .030
over, 9.5 to 1 Speed Pro Pistons, Hyd Speed Pro Cam-297/307 duration .458/. 483 lift, stock heads, MDS6 ign box, Mallery Unilite
Dis., Dr. Gas "X" pipe, two Flowmaster 2's and 3in. pipes out the side. The rear end is a stock 9in. 300's and a 1000 over stock sts
speed converter.

It drove and sounded fantastic, but it didn't look good. My buddy Cal called it the "GREEN LATREEN". After ruining the deck lid
with sandblasting, | decided to customize the rear of the car. Found an old Honda deck lid and fabricated a spoiler on to it. The Y4
extensions are Shelby from Tony Branda.

Working at
Scotty's Body Shop, | found a corner and disassembled the car. | myself did all the bodywork and Noe Felex gunned the paint witf
Dupont 'Super Black" and Grassurt Clear Coat. All the new stuff came from Mustangs & More in Ventura, and Chrome Nickel did t
bumpers. The white GT stripes were added to set the black paint off more.

The Shaker set up cam from Gary, a friend of mine that had a spectacular 69 boss 302.

The only thing it needs now is gas, and plenty of it.
